Risks exist whenever a volunteer or an employee
uses a car, truck, van, bus or other vehicle on
behalf of an organization, and it does not matter
who owns the vehicle the organization or the

driver.

Under SSCIP coverage, when a volunteer or
employee is driving a personal vehicle involved
in an accident, the volunteers or employees
insurance policy provides the primary coverage,
but the SSCIP policy may come into play if the
claim exceeds the primary policy s limits.

The rstinvolve screening potential

drivers. They include:

Collecting basicinformation about the potential

driver s experience and credentials.

Con rming that the potential driver has a
valid Arizona drivers license and noting any

restrictions or limitations.
