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where to look.
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Layer 2 is a warning device which is visible or audible and will 

alert thieves that the vehicle is protected. Popular second-layer 

devices include audible alarms, steering wheel locks, steering 

column locks, brake locks and tire locks.

Layer 3 is an immobilizing device, which prevents thieves 

from bypassing the ignition and hot-wiring the vehicle. Some 

electronic devices have computer chips in ignition keys; other 

devices inhibit the �ow of electricity of fuel to the engine until a 

hidden switch or button is activated.

Popular third layer devices include: smart keys, high security 

locks & keys, fuse cut-offs, kill switches and starter, ignition and 

fuel disablers.

Layer 4 is a tracking device, which emits a signal to a police or 

monitoring station when the vehicle is reported stolen. Tracking 

devices are very effective in helping authorities recover stolen 

vehicles.

“The number of layers your vehicles need varies depending 

on your type of vehicles and geographic location,” advises 

the AATA. “Your budget and personal preferences should 

determine which anti-theft device is best for you.”

For SSCIP Member agencies, especially those that operate 

residential programs where vehicles are kept at the property, 

unsecured car keys can sometimes be an attractive 

temptation to a client. In addition to damage that can be 

done to a stolen vehicle, an agency can be accused of 

negligence for property damage or injury caused by a minor 

or by a developmentally disabled adult who gained access 

to a vehicle because car keys were not properly secured. 

Securing all car keys in a locked of�ce, desk or cabinet and 

implementing a key “check out” procedure can signi�cantly 

deter the opportunistic theft of vehicles by clients and reduce 

potential liability on the part of the SSCIP Member.
